C. In addition, the program is structured to provide opportunities for various cultural experiences so that students can
naturally immerse themselves in both the Korean language and culture.

D. The Korean language program, consisting of six proficiency levels, begins each spring, summer, fall, and winter. For
new students, a placement test is administered to ensure they can study at the level appropriate to their proficiency.
